We are continually grateful for your patience and support as we have made adjustments to
almost all of our processes this year. We are getting into a good routine but need your
help in the following areas:

o Please do not be on cell phones in the school zone areas. This is a Tennessee State
Law, you can receive a citation if you are on your phone while driving in our school
Zones.

e In the mornings before 7:05 am, please do not block the left lane. For student
safety, students are only to be dropped off from the right lane until staff is
present.

e All car drivers need to yield at all crosswalks around the C6IS Campus. Please be
especially vigilante coming in and out of our campus turning right on Sevierville Road.
